All students of Robert Fulton College Preparatory School are responsible for conducting
themselves in a manner that is appropriate to good citizenship.

members. Profanity is prohibited at all times.

e Students must carry their student identification (I.D.) cards at all times. If an I.D. is
requested, the student must show it to the adult staff.

e Students must maintain a 2.0 G.P.A. for participation in extracurricular or school
activities.

e Students must have a valid hall pass or office summons when out of class during
instructional time.

e Students may not bring any of the following items to school:

o Weapons

o Alcohol, tobacco, cigarettes, matches, lighters, drugs, or drug paraphernalia
o Paint, mar koeuts”, or “white

Anything that would be considered a safety hazard by school officials




Students are fully expected to adhere to all LAUSD Student Expectations, as follows:

In an effort to help students understand and accept the consequences of their actions,
students in nonconformity with the Code of Conduct will be subject to disciplinary action in
accordance with our Progressive Discipline Policy:

Uncooperative students can be disciplined by any staff member and referred to the
Dean for proper handling and documentation.

Students could be disciplined by any of the following disciplinary actions (in a
progressive sequence): Student Conference, Call Home, Parent Conference, Counseling
Session, Detention, In-School Suspension, Home Suspension, Opportunity Transfer, or
Recommendation for Expulsion. Additionally, students involved in criminal activities or
in violation to the Education Code may be subject to police arrest and judicial
disciplinary action.

This Progressive Discipline Policy will allow students to improve their behavior by offering counseling,
support, and guidance, before major disciplinary actions are assigned.

STUDENT IDENTIFICATION POLICY

This
positive attitude is reflected in complying with the school’s uniform/dress code. Every student must follow the guidelines below. These
guidelines are subject to change pending school safety concerns.

ITEMS NOT ALLOWED

The following items are NOT part of our dress code and

may NOT be brought to, or worn at school:

e  Open-toed shoes, sandals, house slippers, large
hoop earrings, spike jewelry, royal blue, pink, or red
colored clothing, accessories and flip-flops — for
safety reasons.

e  Clothing with logos, pictures, or words representing
professional sports teams, profanity, gang names,
drugs, alcohol, tobacco, or violence.

e  Bandannas, hoods, caps, wraps, hats or hairnets—
only official Fulton hats are allowed, and must be
worn with the bill side forward.

e  Clothing that is ripped or torn.

e  Clothing that is excessively tight, short, baggy, or
revealing.

Fit: at the waist; no more than 2” larger than actual waist
size

Decoration: no decorations. Pants may have small
manufacturer’s logo at appropriate places

Length: not to touch the ground

Bottom: hemmed, slits okay to top of shoe
